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20 Years at the 

ZKM | Center for Art and Media Karlsruhe in Numbers

The work of the ZKM | Center for Art and Media Karlsruhe, brings together production and research, exhibitions and events, mediation and documentation. Counting among the institute’s tasks are the examination and experimentation with the new media both in theory and practice, the potential of which the ZKM tests with its own developments and presents by means of examples, and by critically examining the design of the information society.

Prof. Heinrich Klotz was to become the first Director of the ZKM after the institute’s founding. Since 1999, the ZKM has been directed by Prof. Dr. h.c. Peter Weibel. The anniversary is thus the year of the magical number. Ten years under Heinrich Klotz + ten years Peter Weibel = twenty years of ZKM | Karlsruhe. Furthermore, 2009 also marks the ten year anniversary of the ZKM | MNK. 
With the Museum of Contemporary Art, the Media Museum, the Institute for Visual Media, the Institute for Music and Acoustics and the Institute for Media, Education and Economics, the ZKM has at its disposal a multiplicity of possibilities for the development of interdisciplinary projects and international Cooperation.

Museums and Exhibitions 

In the twenty years since its founding the ZKM has presented over 400 exhibitions to the public. In its two museums, the ZKM offers contemporary art of all genre and media. With large-scale thematic exhibitions such as “iconoclash” and “Lichtkunst aus Kunstlicht” [Light Art from Artificial Light] ZKM has achieved world fame. In addition, it has exhibited the important artists of our time in monographic exhibitions. 

Over the last twenty years numerous representatives of media art have been active at the ZKM, numbering among whom are the likes of Klaus vom Bruch, Günther Förg, Stephan von Huehne, Marie-Jo Lafontaine, Daniel Libeskind, Bruce Nauman, Fabrizio Plessi and Bill Viola. However, as museum of all genres and media, the work of big contemporary artists of classical media could also be seen, such as Martin Kippenberger, Sigmar Polke, Gerhard Richter, Andy Warhol and Erwin Wurm. 
Events

Approximately 100 events take place at the ZKM annually. On average there is an event every other three days ranging from exhibition openings, festivals, concerts, sound and image or dance performances, DJ nights, film presentations, symposia, conventions, conferences and lectures and much else.

Approximately 60% of these events are arranged solely by the ZKM, 20% are in the form of cooperation with other event organizers and 20% are leased. 

The ZKM | Institute for Music and Acoustics alone organizes 70 (internal and external) concerts per year. With the most prominent composers of contemporary electronic music, such as Pierre Henry, Karlheinz Stockhausen and Wolfgang Rihm, productions and numerous premier performances are realized at the ZKM | Institute for Music and Acoustics. 

To these may also be added numerous external exhibitions and events. Thus, for example, alone in 2009 the jubilee year, the exhibition “Paul Thek. Werkschau im Kontext zeitgenössischer Kunst” [Paul Thek. Artist’s Artist] was borrowed from one of the most important museums in the world, the Museo Nacional Centro de Arte Reina Sofía, Madrid. The exhibition “You_ser: The Century of the Consumer” was duplicated in parts and simultaneously shown in Santralistanbul as the “You_ser” exhibition in the ZKM. The private museum in Istanbul is the most important institution for contemporary art. 

Research and Production 

The ZKM disposes over a comprehensive guest artist and scholarship program and through this created a worldwide network for scientific and artistic exchange. At each of the two research institutes of Visual Media and Music and Acoustics there were around 400 active guest artists and guest scientists. A total of far more than 500 guest artist from across the world have produced a multiplicity of highly regarded works, that have been honored after being presented in Karlsruhe in biennales, festivals and in exhibitions and have thus made decisive contributions to the face of media art for the last two decades. Through the continual adoption of these works by the ZKM_Collection, initiated at the beginning of the nineties by Heinrich Klotz, today Karlsruhe has worldwide the most significant collection of international media art.

The ZKM also leads in the restoration and conservation of media art, which is especially endangered through its fragile carrier medium. 

Documentation

In addition, the ZKM is present worldwide through its publications in the form of encyclopedically designed exhibition catalogs and scientific publications as well as its CD and DVD-productions. Until now, a total of 189 printed publications and 46 electronic publications have been released. The large encyclopedic standard works, such as “iconoclash” or “Future Cinema”, which have been published in cooperation with the MIT Press, have meanwhile gone out of print. 

Mediation

It is of especial concern to the ZKM to respond to the elementary educational requirements in the media age. Thus, above all the ZKM sees itself as no less a family museum, in which one can often observe how children explain art to adults. As media practice is assimilated by children and youth, creative possibilities should also be mediated to them. Accordingly, the ZKM public is young. Among the 1500 guides that take place at the ZKM per year, an average of 650 of these are school classes. In addition, around 250 workshops are offered per year. With around 20-30 advanced training courses for teachers annually an especially intensive contact is cultivated to schools. Course instructors are artists and scientists in theory and practice and whose area of specialization is on media theory. 

Center for Philosophy and Science 

The ZKM also understands itself as center for philosophy and science. This can be seen by such names as Jean Baudrillard (French media theorist), Hans Belting (art historian and media theorist), Gernot Böhme (philosopher), Catherine David (Director of documenta), Diedrich Diederichsen (cultural studies scholar), Alain Finkielkraut (French philosopher), William Forsythe (choreographer), Vilém Flusser (philosopher of communications and media), Boris Groys (art scholar and media theorist), Durs Grünbein (poet), Michel Houellebecq (French writer), Bruno Latour (French sociologist and philosopher), Jean-Marie Lehn (French Nobel Prize winner for chemistry), Benoît B. Mandelbrot (French mathematician and originator of fractals), Florian Rötzer (philosopher of media), Peter Ruzicka (Director of the Salzburg Festival), Otto E. Rössler (German chemist), Elisabeth Schweeger (Director of schauspielfrankfurt of the Theater Frankfurt), Wolf Singer (neuro-physiologist and brain researcher), Peter Sloterdijk (philosopher), Bob Wilson (director) and Slavoj Žižek (philosopher) – all of whom are connected with the ZKM. 

Economics and Politics 
Numerous personalities in politics and economics also visit the ZKM, as well as high-ranking delegations from both within Germany and abroad. 

Number of Visitors
Since the move to the Hallenbau A [Factory Building A] in 1997, the number of visitors has oscillated from between 150,000 to 260,000 visitors per year. Up until June of the anniversary year, 2009, namely, prior to the opening of the two large-scale anniversary exhibitions, the ZKM had already received 93,695 visitors. To be added to these are the visitors to the external exhibitions and events. Hence, the total number of visitors over the last twenty years since the founding of the ZKM comes to almost three million.
